Building spatial and space-time structures located in various spatial, space-time and semantic contexts. Building time and space-time structures - video etude, performative and happening action. Students self-defining - searching for inspiration, his own language of expression. Conducting searches and formal experiments in the field of intermedia. Documentation and presentation of activities, intermedia searches
