4. Objectives, syllabus CONTENT and intended LEARNING outcomes 

	4.1. Course objectives (including form of classes)
C1. KNOWLEDGE – Knowledge of modeling in plastic masses, knowledge of the main types of sculptural expression (full sculpture, bas-relief, installation), knowledge of the principles of spatial composition, knowledge of the properties of plastic materials, knowledge of the technological process (modeling, casting, retouching, patina), knowledge of processing reality, knowledge of processing and interpretation of nature, knowledge of the relationship between the means of plastic expression such as solid, texture, light, color, line.
C2. SKILLS - Developing modeling skills and performing spatial studies with care for artistic, utility and detail, using tools for machining and modeling, casting skills, its retouching and patina, the ability to analyze applied formal agents, the ability to form a solid in a reasonable scale taking into account the technological process , the ability to create compositions from nature, the ability to use anatomical knowledge.
C3.SOCIAL COMPETENCES - Educating the ability to independently organize a sculpting workshop and readiness to further develop knowledge, skills and plastic predispositions in the area of sculptural creation.

	4.2. Detailed syllabus (including form of classes)
Advanced techniques and technologies used in artistic sculptural creations. Shaping complex sculptural objects corresponding to the student's natural creative abilities, his technical and technological skills as well as the intellectual and world-outlook represented. Assumed possibility to implement individual exercises proposed by the student. This applies to mature and thought-out projects. Composition based on selected fragments of the human body (modeling in clay, gypsum cast, patina, solid materials such as wood, stone). Developing a consistent student's creative path in the area of ​​sculpture. Expanding the area of ​​individual inspirations and interests of the student building his creative consciousness.
