Independent and team-oriented exercise of basic elements of intermedia structures such as: spatial permanent structures and ephemeral spatial activities, performances, art of nature, art in public space, art of intervention, socially engaged art. Designing, creating and presenting own intermedia works. The use of basic methods of working with different techniques and the search for techniques appropriate for the realization of the idea of the work. Documentation and archiving of creative achievements.
