4. OBJECTIVES, SYLLABUS CONTENT AND INTENDED LEARNING OUTCOMES

	4.1 Course objectives
KNOWLEDGE: the roles of song interpretation, the interpretation patterns, the use of vocal techniques in service of vocal performance, learning the principles of transferring the acquired knowledge
SKILLS: the ability of creating an authentic, personal interpretation of a song ; the ability to co-create interprétations while working with an accompanist or instrumental band as well as in vocal ensembles (duets, trios, quartets, etc.) ;  
the ability to consciously create an interesting scenic image based on the interpretation of the piece; the ability to communicate knowledge about the acquired skills in an accessible way.
COMPETENCES: independent work on one’s own image based on gesture and body language; the acquisition of mental resilience during public performances; shaping the aesthetic taste and the ability to self-evaluate a musical work (song); developing contact with the audience.

	4.2 Course content
The program content is adapted to the individual level of the student, his advancement and vocal predispositions.
Semesters 1-2: Control and development of the proper voice management; getting to know the constituent parts of the vocal piece (song) and its interpretation; working on proper breathing, diction, articulation and pronunciation of individual sounds (utterance training); control of intonation in the performed pieces; Voice emission exercises. 
Semester 3: Developing an individual interpretation of vocal works; conscious use and control of emotions, body language, gesture and stage movement; developing skills by voice emission exercises.
Semestrer 4: Perfecting the art of singing, achieving advanced vocal technique and fluency through exercises; conscious use of interpretation techniques; control of stress and emotions; body control during a stage performance, the use of gesture and movement as well as facial expressions in service of the song interpretation; analysis of prosody, phrase and text of the work. Student obtains his credit with grade by performing in public at the end of each semester and completes his/her education with a public final exam. (In case of epidemic restrictions it can be replaced by a life audio and video recording – one take without mastering).
